Gravity

Theories about dowsing and global scaling support the concept that gravity results from longitudinal compression waves between nodal points – the latter being associated with matter and mass, and is compatible with the theory that entanglement and matter are also associated with consciousness and information.  As evidenced by the following examples, gravity has a significant effect on dowsing (which results from consciousness and the structure of the universe); strangely even when mass is not present.

Sun, and Moon

The sun and moon significantly affect the dowsed length of a standard yardstick.      Using the terminology of General Relativity, it is postulated that the Information Field (i.e. “the fabric of the universe” which the dowser taps into and perceives patterns and information) “is distorted by mass and gravitation”.  The implication is that a reduced gravitational field on the local Information Field, caused by aphelion (when the earth is further away from the sun), or at full moon (when the sun and moon are pulling on opposite sides of the earth), produces a larger dowsed length than at perihelion or at new moon when the Information Field is more stressed by the combined sun’s and moon’s gravity acting in the same direction.  It is interesting to note that only dimensions, not angles are affected by this variability.

Spirals/ Conical Helices

The ubiquitous dowsable spirals, or more accurately conical helices prevalent when dowsing, for example, earth energies or geometrical shapes, are observed to have a vertical axis.  (See references 1, 7 pages 159 & 227, and 11).  I.e. the axis is in the direction of the pull of gravity; the implication being that not only is the axis aligned by gravity, but gravity is involved in the production of conical helices.
Perception
It has been shown that gravity can affect the perception of what is being observed – both in its dimensions and/or its composition.  This has recently been independently confirmed dramatically by dowsing pure 2-dimensional geometric shapes such as a vertical cross, where no matter or mass is involved.  If the cross is not exactly vertical, a powerful horizontal beam disappears. (See reference 15).    Interestingly, turning this cross so it is not vertical loses the above horizontal beam, and produces the same properties as an angled cross.

The Information Field

The mind XE "mind"  can create floating dowsable fields XE "dowsable fields"  in space, which seem to hover above the earth’s surface where created.  Even though these fields do not involve mass, they seem to be held in place by gravity, so they do not rotate with the earth’s 24 hour spin on its axis. XE ""  (See references 7 page 210, 17, and 18) XE "gravity" . Intriguingly, in this example gravity does not seem to be pulling downwards, but horizontally.  Does this relate to gravity acting on mass-less entities?   Gravity XE "Gravity"  is therefore a factor when interacting with the Information Field XE "Information Field" , as is the dowser’s conscious interpretation of what is being perceived.  
Height

The height at which these floating dowsable fields were created affects their rate of drift.  This is illustrated in Figure 1.  The fastest drift of a mind generated geometrical shape XE "drift"  is at new Moon XE "Moon"  (the Sun XE "Sun:sun"  and Moon’s gravity XE "gravity"  are combined), and the slowest is at full Moon (the Sun XE "Sun:sun"  and Moon are pulling diametrically opposite).  (See reference 7 page 212).  As discussed above, this is consistent with the different lengths of a standard yardstick when measured at new and full moon.

Auras

Objects have seven chakras, which are linked to their surrounding auras comprising seven ellipsoidal components, and seven dowsable bands on their surface, with a propensity for the bands to be horizontal.  Even for shaken liquids, these bands remain horizontal.  (See references 7 and 13).   It therefore seems that this dowsable band structure is not inherent in the source object XE "source object"  - be it a liquid or a solid - but is imposed on an object by the Information Field XE "Information Field"  and its interaction XE "interaction"  with gravity XE "gravity" .
